Awards: Awards will be based on the 80-shot aggregate scores. Awards will be for Match Winner
and first in each class; however, if fewer than 5 entries in Master class, they will compete
for Match Winner only. Additional class awards will be based on one award per 5 entries
(i.e., 2 awards for 6-10 entries, etc.). Other awards may be presented per Match Director’s
bulletin based on pre-registration entries.
