If you sign up for EF P
the field day class, you have to have completed the online hunter education class.

Class Schedule: Saturday is lecture and demonstrations. Sunday is law lecture by a DNR

Conservation Officer, test and hands on practical exercises. (Field day). 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. both days.
